This would be a time for people to seek spiritual direction if needed. Our goal is to keep the Ultreya to a predictable one hour. Ultreyas typically do not include mass or a social time. These can be available before and after the Ultreya. Keeping the Ultreya to one hour allows us to respect everyone’s busy schedule while still offering mass and social time as each person desires. John Paul II Encourages the Cursillo Movement

[image: image7.wmf]VATICAN CITY, MAY 6, 2002 (Zenit.org).- John Paul II offered encouragement to the Cursillo movement, a Christian renewal effort now present in 60 countries and 800 dioceses. 

"The little seed sown in Spain more than 50 years ago has become a great tree rich in fruits of the Spirit," the Holy Father said. 

The basic concept of its spiritual way is the "cursillo" (little course): a three-day retreat for those who are seeking God, to hear the fundamental truths of the Christian faith. The idea was first implemented in 1948, with a pilgrimage of youth to the shrine of Santiago de Compostela. The initiative spread and today is lived by over 8 million people. 

John Paul II and members of the movement recalled the Holy Father's words when he met with the new movements at Pentecost 1998: the need to "grow in ecclesial awareness and identity." 

On this point, the Cursillo movement recently took an important step by petitioning for canonical recognition and approval of its statutes by the Holy See. 

On Saturday, John Paul II appealed to its members to be "courageous witnesses of the 'deaconry of truth' and to act with the 'force of communion.'" 

The proclamation at the heart of this movement is the call "to fix one's gaze on the face of Christ," the Pope said, as he requested in his apostolic letter "Novo Millennio Ineunte." 

The Holy Father emphasized that this gaze implies "trust in the primacy of grace to undertake a journey of catechesis and prayer, of conversion and holiness of life," whose fruits will be "a solid sense of belonging to the Church and a renewed impetus for evangelization in the realms of daily life and activity." 

"Dear Cursillistas! Follow confidently the way of formation and Christian life that you have undertaken with so much generosity," John Paul II concluded. "Duc in Altum! [Go into the deep!]"

The School Of Leaders

From the Cursillo Leaders' Manual, we learn that The School of Leaders is the Reunion and Ultreya of the leaders of the Cursillo Movement.  It is the working arm of the Secretariat and provides a place for the continuing growth and understanding of the Church and the Movement, for those who have taken the success of the Cursillo Movement as their own responsibility.

Our first School of Leader's gathering will take place at 10:00 am on Saturday, July 20, 2002 in the Social Hall of St. Mary's Catholic Church in Athens, TN.  It will end at 3:30 pm. This is a very special date, as it is also the 5th Anniversary of our Cursillo Movement.

This gathering will focus on the Post Cursillo.  Here is a summary of the day:

A priest will deliver the Doctrinal talks, and members of the laity will deliver the Technique talks.  The "Work of the Sections" are study sessions during which there is a focused review and discussion of the information presented during the talks.

[image: image8.wmf]Don't let the title "School of Leaders" fool you into thinking this may not be something for you. Once again, going to our Cursillo Leaders Manual, the School of Leaders is the English rendition of "escuela de dirigentes." While "escuela" is literally translated as school, it carries the connotation of leaders as a group, as well as the connotation of a gathering of these leaders on a regular basis.  In the past, the School of Leaders was referred to as Leader's School, but was change to School of Leaders to emphasize it as a gathering of leaders (think of a school of fish) rather than something like a Driving School - a place where people go to learn to drive.  As Cursillistas, we are already leaders - the School of Leaders is where we gather to facilitate our growth.

Perhaps the following three questions will help you decide if you should attend:

1. Are you seeking continual improvement in yourself?

2. Are you seeking continual improvement in the Cursillo Movement?

3. Are you seeking continual improvement in the environments in which you find yourself?

Did you answer "yes" to any or all of these?  If you did, perhaps the School of Leaders is something you should seriously consider.  You may have noticed that the following questions were not on the list:

1. Are you a member of the Secretariat?

2. Are you an Ultreya Leader?

3. Are you on a team in formation for a weekend?

4. Do you want to be a member of the Secretariat, a weekend team or an Ultreya leader?

While it would be very important for persons who might answer "yes" to these questions to attend the School of Leaders, it is not the primary reason.

For more information about the School of Leaders, you may want to review Chapter 6 of the Cursillo Leaders' Manual.

We will conduct another School of Leaders gathering on October 26th, 2002, which will focus on the Pre-Cursillo.  More details will be available in a future edition of The Rooster Crows.

The Applicant Information, Sponsor Support and Pastoral Support are all on one page, thus eliminating the need to enter a lot of information twice.  Additionally we have removed some of the questions that appeared on the old forms because they were either inappropriate for us to ask them, or really had nothing to do with the decision to accept an applicant for a weekend.

The new form is available as an Adobe Acrobat file, and can be e-mailed to applicants and sponsors alike.  When our website is up and running, we hope to make it available there as a downloadable document.

You may notice that our numbering system might seem a little goofy.  After the Women's #6 we started number all our weekends sequentially rather than basing it on gender.
